B Social Security number and income

B payment history and credit history

B credit scores and employment information

To protect your personal information from unauthorized access
and use, we use security measures that comply with federal law.

We also collect your personal information from others, such as credit
bureaus, affiliates, or other companies.

B sharing for nonaffiliates to market to you

State laws and individual companies may give you additional rights to
limit sharing.

Companies related by common ownership or control. They can be
financial and nonfinancial companies.

Companies not related by common ownership or control. They can be

B Co-op Toledo Credit Union, Inc. does not share with nonaffiliates so
they can market to you.
